GP - a home for KB? 

Here is a photo and a story about the Pied Oystercatcher 

that has been resting on a local wharf on a regular basis 

lately. 

A pair of Pied Oystercatchers have been visiting a wharf 

at Greenwell Point for the past year or two. 

One of the birds has a Yellow Tag on its 

right leg with the letters ɁKBɂɯprinted on 

it. 

After some research on Google I found 

the bird was caught and Tagged at 

Mannɀs Beach, Corner Inlet in Victoria on 

20/06/2012 at the age of one year by 

VWSG ( Victorian Wader Study Group). 

It has travelled over 750km as the crow 

flies to arrive in the Shoalhaven. 

A re-sighting of the bird was first 

reported 17/11/2014 at the Shoalhaven 

River Mouth by Roger Heffernan. 

Then on 05/03/2017 it was sighted by 

Brian Hale at Greenwell Point. It would 

appear that it has made its home here 

now, as its been in the area for a couple of years. 

Background Information 

Pied Oystercatchers are on the endangered species list in 

NSW although there seems to be good numbers residing 

in the Shoalhaven River System, with 20 birds being 

counted at the river mouth last week.   

The Pied Oystercatcher is an unmistakable, large, black 

and white wader, reaching 50 cm in length.  

The sexes are similar, yet may be separable when 

together with the female having a slightly longer, more 

slender bill. When not in flight, the Pied Oystercatcher  

appears entirely black above, with white underparts. The 

back, head and breast are black, and the belly, rump and 

tail are white. The tail is tipped black.  

The wings are black with a narrow white bar on the 

upper wing and white underwing coverts. The eye-ring, 

iris and bill of the Pied Oystercatcher are brilliant scarlet,  

and its legs are stout and coral pink. The most often 

heard call is a loud, sharp, high-pitched ȿkurvee-kurvee-

kurveeɀȮɯusually given in alarm, which increases in pitch  
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and rapidity when a nest site is approached. 

The species is distributed around the entire Australian 

coastline, although it is most common in coastal 

Tasmania and parts of Victoria, such as Corner Inlet.  

In NSW the species is thinly scattered along the entire 

coast, with fewer than 200 breeding pairs estimated to 

occur in the State. 

Favours intertidal flats of inlets and bays, open beaches 

and sandbanks. 

Forages on exposed sand, mud and rock at low tide, for 

molluscs, worms, crabs and small fish. The chisel-like bill 

is used to pry open or break into shells of oysters and 

other shellfish. 

Nests mostly on coastal or estuarine beaches although 

occasionally they use saltmarsh or grassy areas. Nests are 

shallow scrapes in sand above the high tide mark, often 

amongst seaweed, shells and small stones. 

Two to three eggs are laid between August and January. 

The female is the primary incubator, and the young leave 

the nest within several days of hatching.

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GP Garden Committee visits the North 

Nowra Community Garden 

Five years ago (2012) a group of garden enthusiasts in 

North Nowra began a community garden based on per-

maculture principles.  The garden is in the grounds of a 

church, but is not part of the church.  

The garden provides space for communal garden beds, 

plus space for individuals to have their own garden 

beds - total area about 1,000 square metres. Beds are 

mostly raised as in the photo below, and there is provi-

sion for storing tools and making compost. A piped irri-

gation system makes it easy to water the gardens. Path-

ways are thick mulch. The garden is fenced - mainly to 

keep animals out - but is not locked.  

Volunteers mainly work there one morning a week - 

with other special efforts as required throughout the 

year. 

It appears to be a very productive venture, and accord-

ing to the coordinator there it meets most of the social 

and community aims of community gardens (see next 

column.) - without adversely impacting the local com-

munity.  

There are several houses across the street from the gar-

den, and one immediately adjacent to it. Visitors are 

welcome - just contact the coordinator Kate Hercus via 

KateHercus@yahoo.com.
